5T’s assembly was inspired by their study of The Lion, the
Witch & the Wardrobe. This is the second of the seven books

which make up The Chronicles of Narnia by C S Lewis, who
was inspired to write children’s books when evacuee
children were sent to stay with him during the Second
World War. As they did not know many stories, Lewis
decided to make up tales for them himself, using the image
of a faun carrying parcels and an umbrella in a snowy
landscape as a starting point. One day, one of the evacuee
girls saw a wardrobe in Lewis” house and asked him what
was behind it - thus the gateway to Narnia was born. The
books have now sold over 65 million copies. Year 5 has
explored the setting, plot, characters, emotions, language
and themes of The Lion, the Witch & the Wardrobe through
guided reading, creative writing, drama and poetry. Well
done to 5T and Mrs Thorogood, and a very special thank
you to all their families, who came to watch and support
them.
